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A corporate case study of the NRSC’s new Voluntary 
Standard aimed at giving back to local communities 

when a plant species is taken from its source of origin.

These Royalties from Australia will be passed back 
through Kailash Satyarthi, a respected human rights 

campaigner,  with a “BEYOND CARBON” blueprint to 
assist the private sector in developing a fresh approach 

to climate that brings together developing nations and the 
developed world.   



Professor Hircock conducted a major review of the supply 
chain of sandalwood into the beauty sector in 2002-2004. 
His findings led to substantial changes in global buying 

policy in relation to this species.
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Due to the environmental urgency as the last remaining 
Santalum album forests are destroyed, Australia has

developed a plantation industry of Indian Sandalwood.

TFS dominates this industry and has created the world’s 
largest sandalwood forest with over 2,500 hectares 
planted since 1998 and now in an advanced stage. 
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The devastating effects of deforestation are obvious.

Deforestation is estimated to account for 20% of global 
emissions.

Indian Sandalwood is listed on the IUCN Threatened 
Species Redlist. 

Illegal poaching of Sandalwood trees has decimated the 
remaining stands of forests in India to the detriment of 

the species. 

Natural Origin Recognition Protocol provides TFS with a 
vehicle to support Indian villagers who have lost forest 

habitat and these traditional revenues.
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What about the people that lose this vital form of income ? 

The Australian sandalwood industry is large and well 
managed and will start producing commercial volumes of 

Indian sandalwood oil in the next few years. I was personally 
taken with the vision of the NRSC and appreciated the 
perspective of CSR experts when they pointed out the 
impact of the loss of this traditional industry in India.

TFS have committed $ 100,000 up-front and established a 
royalty structure from revenues as well as investing in a blue 
print for utilizing these funds to reduce the carbon footprint in 

Village India through poverty alleviation and the 
enhancement of human rights.

Carbon reduction measures to Indian villages, reducing 
emissions while respecting the geographical origins of 

Indian Sandalwood as global pioneer of the 
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a program designed to address climate, community and 

biodiversity (CCB).



A memo of understanding  has been signed between 
TFS Australia and BBA India (Kailash Satyarthi). The 
aim is to use the funds to reduce the carbon footprint of 
Indian Villages in Southern India through five means;  

1. Firewood Reduction & planting firewood bearing 
tree’s

2. Preservation and planting of forests

3. Fuel efficient stoves

4. Biogas

5. Diesel Substitution 
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Adam Gilchrist is a sporting superstar in India and

Ambassador for the BEYOND CARBON program.
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Natural Origin Recognition protocol has been 
developed through the expertise of Professor Hircock

and Stephen Birkbeck.
